Secretary-General Tells Spotlight Initiative Event

Following are UN Deputy Secretary-General Amina Mohammed's remarks, as prepared for delivery, at the
European Union-United Nations Spotlight Initiative high-level event: “Progress and perspectives on eliminating
violence against women and girls”, in New York today:

Violence against women and girls is universally pervasive. The sheer numbers have led us to normalize its
existence. But abuse and violence are never normal. Two years ago, we — Member States, the United Nations,
the European Union and our partners — committed ourselves to accelerate our efforts to eliminate violence
against women and girls. Through the Spotlight Initiative, we are delivering on this commitment. Over the past
year, the Initiative’'s comprehensive violence prevention programmes have begun operating in 13 countries
across Africa and Latin America, with a direct impact on an estimated 38 million women and girls, men and boys.

These interventions are showing early and promising results. In Argentina, a new generation of responsible
young digital citizens is being nurtured to prevent online sexual abuse, cyberbullying and harassment. Young
people in El Salvador are learning how to prevent gender-based violence through self-esteem-boosting
interventions. In Liberia, the national legislature has passed the Domestic Violence Bill - a major step towards
addressing violence against women and girls - and more than 170 traditional leaders and female genital
mutilation practitioners have publicly declared a suspension of the practice, which is a human rights violation
affecting 200 million women worldwide.
